Checklist for Smoke Free Policies
For Sporting Clubs

[bookmark: _Hlk178592492][bookmark: _Hlk178586341]According to the Tobacco and Other Smoking Products Act 1927  smoking and vaping are prohibited in enclosed public spaces and outdoor eating and drinking places. This applies to enclosed areas of sporting and recreational venues, within 10 meters of an the sporting venue (ACT Gov), and outdoor eating and drinking areas within those venues (Smoke-Free Public Places Act 2003). Smoke-free places are vape-free places. 
It is in the club’s duty of care for their employees, volunteers, members, spectators, players, officials, and visitors that the club’s smoke-free policy prohibits smoking at all sporting events and functions, and that their policy meets existing legislation to being a smoke-free sporting venue.

Legal compliance 
· The policy is in accordance with the Tobacco and Other Smoking Products Act 1927 and the Smoke-Free Public Places Act 2003 regarding no smoking and vaping in sporting and recreational places.
Policy statement
· Clear declaration of the club's commitment to a completely smoke and vape-free premise.
Scope
· The policy applies to all members, administrators, officials, coaches, players, spectators, visitors and volunteers of the club. 
· Clear definitions of what is considered a smoking product. A smoking product is any of the following:
· a tobacco product;
· a herbal product;
· a personal vaporizer or personal vaporizer related product e.g. vapes (e-cigarettes).
· Club training, competition, events and functions are smoke and vape-free.
· Smoking and vaping are prohibited in all indoor areas of the club.
· Smoking and vaping are prohibited within 10 meters of the sporting venue.
· Smoking and vaping are prohibited in all outdoor drinking and eating areas of the club venue.
Implementation procedures
· Clear signage displayed at all entrances and throughout the club premises indicating that smoking and vaping are not permitted.
Support for members
· Provide information on cessation programs for members who want to quit smoking or vaping.
Non-compliance
· Outline of consequences for noncompliance in line with the club’s code of conduct.
Policy review date
· Scheduled dates/ timeframes for reviewing and updating the policy to reflect changes in legislation or public health guidelines.
